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Building a closer partnership with Holroyd Council will help to ensure a coordinated approach to planning.

There are clearly challenges as the suburb ages. Many of the houses now show telling signs of age, and are in

need of repair.

The community as a whole must look for opportunities to plant trees. Council will plant more street trees and look
for chances to create or rejuvenate parks and recreational open fields.

By building a partnership with Rail Corp, it is hoped railway station facilities and train patronage can be improved.
Encouraging good quality and sustainable development around the station is another area where Council can help

to maintain the appeal of Toongabbie.

Encouraging development and activities that bring life to Toongabbie shops and improving paving in all retail areas
will add to the attractiveness of the area.
